The revised DoN CPARS Guide (enclosure (1)), is forwarded for
immediate implementation. This guide supersedes the guide issued
under reference (a).

Use of the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS) will
ensure that CPARS reports are entered into the Navy CPARS database
and will provide a centralized data repository of past performance
information. CPARS AIS is a web-enabled application that can be
accessed at pww.cpars.navy.mil] Use of the CPARS AIS is mandatory
for eligible contracts.

Since deployment of the automated system in April 1998 over
1300 CPARS reports have been completed and another 700 are in
process. This represents over $120 billion in contracting actions.
CPARS reports provide past performance source selection information
for all Services.

Compliance with CPARS reporting has improved. However, there
are areas that need further improvement. If you have not initiated
or completed CPARS reports for eligible contracts, I urge you to
commence with CPARS reporting in accordance with this Guide.

The DoN CPARS Management Board (CMB) has replaced the DoN Past
Performance IPT. The CMB serves as the coordinator of DoN past
performance policy and has representatives from all the acquisition
commands. If you have questions or comments on the guide, please
direct them to your CMB representative. The CMB members are
