MEMORANDUM FOR NAVFAC ACQUISITION PERSONNEL
Subj: NEW DD350 REPORTING REQUIREMENT (02-02)
Ref:  (a) DFARS 204.670-2 (8)(4)

1. Reference (a) gives commands the option to report all contracting actions on DD350
instead of reporting some actions on DD350 and some actions on DD1057.

2. Effectivefor FY 02 reporting, NAVFAC commands will report all contracting actions on
the DD350. DD1057 reports will no longer be submitted. Using the DD350 to report all
actions, regardless of dollar value, will reduce confusion and improve reporting accuracy
throughout NAVFAC.

3. The sole exception to this new reporting requirement will be the reporting of contingency
actions $200,000 and less. Contingency actions $200,000 and less will still be reported on
DD1057.

4. All other reporting exceptions cited at DFARS 204.670-2(c), i.e., non appropriated funds,
micro purchases obtained by purchase card, etc., remain and are not reported on either form.
